This course is open to everyone.  Nurses will receive 13.5 CEU’s, Respiratory Therapy 13 CEU’s, EMT’s 8 CEU’s after completion of both days.  The first day is from 0800—1700, the second 0800—1400. 

Hospital Emergency Response Training (HERT) (1020160) is a two day 16 hour course that is certified by the CDP and FEMA and focuses on preparing hospital emergency responders for any type of mass casualty incident, especially those involving a decontamination event wit the intent to prepare facilities and agencies to conduct a safe and effective emergency medical response to MCI. 

The course also assists the healthcare responder in understanding the relationship between a Hospital Incident Command System (HICS), a scene Incident Command System (ICS), and other IMS used by municipal Emergency Operations Centers (EOC) during all manners of emergencies; addresses PPE requirements; and presents guidance for HERT design, development, and training.

This is a hands-on course, and participants must be physically and psychologically fit to wear PPE during the training. 
HERT culminates with the application of this training in small group, facilitated practical exercises on day 2.
