Everyone was welcomed and introductions were made.

A motion was made by Beth, seconded by Eric, to accept the September minutes as written—motion carried unanimously.

Committee Reports:

Sunflower Health Network—Heather reported the website has been updated with contact information.  The nursing survey for hospitals ended on October 29 and the results will be discussed at the Director of Nursing meeting.  Currently the network is looking at health insurance rates.  The Radiology group will be meeting on November 19.  There were checks sent to individual hospitals from group purchasing activity.  
Regional Council—Sue and Sherry discussed the Foreign Animal Disease (FAD) workshops that were conducted in Republic, Jewell and Smith counties in lieu of the regular monthly meeting.  The workshops were fairly well attended, with approximately 100 Kansas and Nebraska participants.  These workshops are a prelude to the full scale exercise to be conducted in the fall of 2011.
Regional Hospital Coordinators—There will be a Regional Coordinator Summit in Wichita in November.  A discussion regarding an inventory vendor will take place, as well as looking at the HSEEP requirements for live events vs drills involving hospitals.
Public Health—Sherry reported 6 mass dispensing exercises have been completed with an additional 2-3 in October and 1 in November.  Any additional exercises will be conducted after January 1, 2011.  Sherry also reported the Avian flu (H5N1) continues to surface throughout the world, which has been persistent during the summer.  The current flu vaccine does not include Avian flu.  The current flu shot should be active for approximately a year.

KDHE—Emily presented a typed report to the group; please refer to the attachment for specific information
SNS Presentation:

Michelle Wishon, SNS Coordinator gave a presentation detailing the Strategic National Stockpile program in Kansas.  Included in the overview were the elements of coordination evaluated by Public Health on their technical assistance review.  Michelle stressed the need for a coordinated request/response when SNS assets are requested.  She reviewed the SNS request/receipt/management (Annex A) of the sample Emergency Operations Plan provided by KDHE.   Also, a catalog was reviewed showing what was included in the push packs. 

The North Central Regional Hospital group has designated a work group to look at this process.  The group includes public health expertise, as well.  The group will be setting a meeting soon.
